 Cheques/Money Orders should be payable to Loyalist Winter Club. 

 There will be a $35.00 charge for any N.S.F. cheque. 

 There will be no refunds (group sessions) after November 1, 2008.  Any pullouts prior to this date will be subject to a $25.00 

administration charge. Medical reasons excepted. All refunds will be pro-rated. 

 A 50% deposit is payable at registration. The remainder may be paid in post-dated cheque(s), also to accompany the 

application form, with all fees paid by November 1, 2008. 

 Loyalist Winter Club accepts no responsibility for lost ice time due to any event beyond our control.  No refunds will be 

provided in the event of such an occurrence. 

 All Skaters are required to pay the Skate Canada Fee at registration.

ELIGIBILITY
